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Most Japanese students have studied English for at least six years when they enter university, yet
few of them have enough confidence to speak it. How can teachers help them?

In this presentation, the instructor will explain the differences between popular (PPP) methods and
TBLT discussing the advantages and disadvantages of each method. In a workshop, she will
demonstrate how TBLT (Task Based Language Teaching) methods can be applied in EFL classrooms
to encourage students to speak English and help them build confidence.
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
