Part Two is an exploration of how grammar and vocabulary work in naturally occurring
conversations and in corpora of authentic English(Workshops 2 and 3).
Part Three covers principles for contextualized and meaning-focused language practice
in speaking and listening skills(Workshop 4).

For some workshops, participants will need
laptops with Internet connection and a sample of a textbook they are using with their
students.
